Waterstock Parish Plan Update 2018 (final draft)
Waterstock undertook a comprehensive village appraisal in 2000 which included a review of the history of the village, its church and environment.   This included the results of two sets of questionnaires undertaken in 1998 and 2000 which provided information about village demographics, housing/planning issues, road safety, footpaths and the environment.

A new Parish Plan was undertaken in 2010 (demographic, household, and personal questionnaire results shown in appendix 1). A further update/refresh was undertaken in 2014-15 (appendix 2) with updated demographics and opinions of villagers, taking into account changes that had occurred in national and local planning guidance and incorporating a formal assessment of housing need. This current refresh (2018) is the result of our village having reverted to its previous status as an unlisted and unsustainable settlement in the most recent SODC settlement hierarchy (2017) due to lack of services, distance from other settlements, unsustainability and poor public transport links.
South Oxfordshire District Council recently updated its information in respect of neighbourhood and community led plans (appendix 3). Our Parish decided that a community led plan best met our needs. We have not repeated a review of the history of Waterstock that was included in the millennium survey.  A brief history of St. Leonard’s church was included in the 2010 plan. 
 In 2014-15 we undertook a household questionnaire to identify the number and age of persons currently living in Waterstock as well as households’ opinions as to housing need, lifestyle and other issues identified by residents (appendix 2).  There was a 92% response rate (32/34 households) which means that we can have a high degree of confidence in the opinions expressed.  The questionnaire was discussed and an action plan was agreed in January 2015 at a Parish meeting attended by 14/34 (41%) of households.    

A settlement is known to have existed at Waterstock since at least the time of the Doomsday Book in 1086 and probably earlier since the name of the village “Waterstoke” is the Anglo-Saxon for “water place”.  Waterstock remains a small, tranquil, Oxfordshire village within the Parliamentary constituency of Henley and the Diocese of Oxford.  It comprises a church and thirty-six households including Waterstock House, The Old Rectory, the Mill, an equestrian centre, old farmhouses (now residences), a picturesque "high street" of older estate cottages and two thatched cottages, including one of the oldest timber-framed cottages in England, dating back to 1295.

The village is situated within a bend of the River Thame, two thirds of a mile from the main road.  It is washed over by the greenbelt and is entirely a conservation area, extended in 1999 to include all of the dwellings as well as the immediately surrounding fields that are essential to its setting. Beyond these, there is a golf course and farmland. Most of the houses in Waterstock are both protected and constrained by good behaviour covenants that were established by the Waterstock Estate. These were applied most recently, in 2017, to stop noisy recreational helicopter rides operating out of Waterstock golf course.
The number of houses in the village has not changed much over the last eight hundred years, with an increase of only eight dwellings between 1306 and 1881 and with the number of households remaining at approximately the same level since 1881 (between twenty-seven and thirty-seven).   Since the last village Plan (2015), three new houses have been built in place of agricultural barns at Park Farm and planning permission has recently been given for a barn conversion at Home Farm. There is also planning granted for 2 further houses on the Park Farm site. This represents an increase in the size of our “unsustainable” village of over 15% in the past 3 years and may increase pressure on parking within the village and further impair access through our narrow lane.
About 50% of villagers are of working age (the majority being in full-time or part-time employment or self-employed) with about 20% under 25 and about 30% over 65.
Waterstock is a friendly village.  Villagers value their privacy but meet regularly for village events such as Harvest festival, Christmas carols and summer parties and everyone knows that they can rely on people in the village whenever there is any need for help or in a crisis.
Residents are mostly "content with things as they are”, but there is not much for young people to do and the car travel remains overwhelmingly the main form of transport.  

1.Environment: Villagers appreciate the peace and quiet, history and rural charm of Waterstock; its relative tranquillity in spite of being only a short distance from motorway access, Wheatley, Thame and Oxford, and the quality and variety of its housing stock.  Most villagers accept that a village of this size would not be able to support a village shop, school, hostelry, further housing or better transport links.   There is a strong "sense of place" and community spirit. 
Waterstock is a proven haven for wildlife with significant biodiversity and on 9th February 2018, the Panel of the Thames Valley Environmental Records Centre (TVERC) formally gave Waterstock “Proposed Local Wildlife Site” status for 33 hectares of largely floodplain meadow alongside the River Thame. This designation has been granted on the back of the extensive bird interest in the area (appendix 4) including proximity to breeding Curlew and Lapwing (one of only a small number of sites in Oxfordshire and Buckinghamshire that hold breeding pairs). Full Local Wildlife status is expected in February 2019 following the submission of 3 years of continuous survey data (the minimum required by TVERC) which is gained through a monthly BTO Wetland Bird Survey carried out along the length of the River Thame including Waterstock.
The floodplains in the villages of Ickford and Shabbington form a continuous belt of floodplain meadow immediately upstream of Waterstock (but over the county border into Buckinghamshire) and have already been identified as a Biodiversity Opportunity Area (in the Buckinghamshire and Milton Keynes Natural Environment Partnership strategy).
This new TVERC decision on Waterstock provides further confirmation of the importance to wildlife of the extensive River Thame floodplain between the M40 and Thame.

2.  Services:   In 2015, 30/32 (94%) of households had expressed concern about poor and fluctuating internet speeds. This has now been rectified following the installation of Gigaclear full fibre broadband. 19/32 (59%) had expressed concern about poor mobile phone reception.  Other ongoing concerns are problems with potholes, litter on the A418 and Waterstock lane, through traffic/road safety and the sustainability of the church.
1.Planning/Development In the most recent Settlement Assessment published by SODC in September 2017, Waterstock has been removed from the settlement hierarchy. The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) regards unlisted villages as unsustainable and requires such villages to be treated in planning terms as being in open countryside. Other development constraints include that the village is wholly washed-over by the Green Belt and also wholly a Conservation area which includes the open fields that surround us.

 26/32 (81%) of households in 2015 did not think that Waterstock needed additional housing.  An assessment of future housing need, (Qs 40.42.43) identified two households with a possible need for 1-2-bedroom accommodation (owner occupied rather than rented or housing association), and four respondents identified a family who would like to move back to the village should an affordable 3-bedroom property become available. 8/34 (24%) of dwellings have had new occupants in the last 5 years and, of the ten households intending to move in the next few years, none intended to stay in Waterstock. 

4.  Other issues:  There remain concerns about roadside rubbish, illegal tipping, the condition of road surfaces and edges, maintenance of hedges/ditches, the sustainability of the Church and the preservation of the character of the village including habitat and footpaths.

Waterstock Plan Refresh (2015): Action Plan, 2018 Update (final draft, pending approval)

Our 2010 action plan was reviewed and updated in January 2015 (in the light of a new household questionnaire 2014/15) at a Parish Meeting attended by 22 people representing 14/34 (41%) of households.

This was approved and adopted at a Parish AGM on 9th March 2015. This 2018 document updates progress made between 2015 and 2018.

Projects

1. Footpaths (Mike Haffey, Rob Arthur)

a) An app of local footpaths has been developed (Rob Arthur).

b) The Ramblers association schedule of walks is regularly listed on our village notice board (Mike Tyce).

c) Occasional “village walks” have been organised (Mike Haffey, Rob Arthur and Mathew Walsh).  
d) An audit of the condition, accessibility and signposting of village footpaths has been undertaken (Mike Haffey) and new easy-access “kissing gates” have been installed over a section of the Oxfordshire way and other footpaths thanks to local landowners, OXCC and the Oxfordshire Footpath Society. 
2. Environment and Habitat (Henry Manisty) 

    Surveys of our local wildlife and ecology have been organised by Henry Manisty in conjunction with The Thame River Conservation Trust and the Environment Agency. These have included surveys of fish and invertebrates in our river, of birds, mammals, crested newts and plants along the river (appendix 4 and https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=n4ODeUb2Ytw) and in our gardens and of lichens in the Churchyard. This has led to the Thames Valley Environmental Records Centre (TVERC) granting “Proposed Local Wildlife Status” to 33 hectares of mostly floodplain meadow along the river in Waterstock. Full Local Wildlife Status is expected in February 2019 following the submission of further survey data.

3. St. Leonard’s Church (John and Stephanie Wilkinson, Jane Harper)

Actions completed

a) Church income and expenditure stabilised following a reduction in Diocesan costs and through new and enhanced covenants.

b) Separate church building/heritage fund established. 

New Action Plan

a) About £15,000 needed for restoration following the Quinquennial review. New covenants and legacy forms have been circulated. A successful fundraising concert was organised by Angela Abdoo and several villagers (both Churchgoers and non-Churchgoers) have made new covenants.

b) There is an ongoing need to encourage more people to attend services; otherwise, it is likely that the church will close and will not be available for future generations.

4. Internet speed and Mobile reception (Henry Manisty, Rob Arthur and Mike Tyce)
        a) A Questionnaire was sent to all those on the village e-mail network.  Poor internet speeds were the top concern within the Parish with 30/32 (94%) of households regarding this as very important.

 Thanks to the efforts of Henry Manisty and the kindness of several villagers who allowed broadband fibre to pass through their land (the Shipperleys, Kanes, Powells and Ashbys), we now have Gigaclear broadband in the village with speeds of up to 2 gigabites available.

b) Rob Arthur has circulated a DIY guide to improving mobile reception.

5. Energy saving and improving our carbon footprint

No progress was made on the thermal imaging survey and the project was therefore abandoned. Information however is available about insulation, changing inefficient boilers and other issues via the Affordable Warmth Network with free tel. advice on 0800107 2044.

6. Litter and Environmental pollution (Rosalind Portman & Lorna Arthur)

a) Rosalind Portman made contact with Biffa (acting for SODC) (tel.03000 610610) re the unacceptable amount of litter/ rubbish at the sides of the A418, especially near the laybys at either side of the M40 junction roundabouts and arranged for anti-littering signs to be displayed.  There remains however a need for more and larger bins and more frequent emptying. Proximity to the junction 8A service station’s “take away” food and drink outlets undoubtedly makes the situation worse.   The current state of the roadsides is unacceptable. 

b)  Lorna Arthur along with Gill Spencer and the Manistys have has organised periodic clear-ups of our lane. Thanks to all those who participate.

7. Highway Issues (Michael Tyce, John Wilkinson)
      Actions completed 

A “Waterstock only” sign has been erected at the A418 turning along with “Caution Horses” signs at each end of the village.

Waterstock Parish Plan Refresh, 2014-15: Process

Step 1 

A proposal to refresh our 2010 Parish Plan was agreed at a Parish Meeting in 2014. Oxford County Council Big Society Fund was approached for funding and South Oxfordshire District Council and Oxford Rural Communities Council approached re advice and support.

Step 2 

A Steering Group was established.

Step 3 


A strategy, budget and plan was developed by the Steering Group in consultation with the Parish Meeting and other stakeholders including SODC, ORCC, and OXCC to identify issues and to design a questionnaire.

Step 4 

Household questionnaires were delivered to all households. There was a 92% response. (32/34 households)

Step 5

The questionnaire results were analysed by SODC and then circulated to all households, OXCC ORCC and SODC by e-mail (or by hand to those households not on e-mail) for comment.

Step 6

An open meeting with parishioners was held in January 2015 to review the results of the questionnaire and to agree/update our Action plan. 14/34 (41%) households were represented. (22persons)

Step 7

The updated/refreshed Parish Plan and Action Plan was sent to all households, SODC, OXCC and OXRCC for comment. 

Step 8

The Refreshed Parish Plan/Action Plan was then presented to a Parish Meeting AGM on March 9th 2015 for formal agreement and sign off.

Step 9

            The Parish Plan was again refreshed in 2017/2018 following Waterstock being re-classified as an unlisted/unsustainable hamlet in the new (2017) South Oxfordshire District Council Settlement Hierarchy. Following consultation with SODC, OXCC and Parishioners, a new Parish Plan Summary and Action Plan has been produced.
